RAW DATA

· Any graphs/tables/experimental results/ diagrams your sources are your raw data - PRINT THESE OFF AND ATTACH TO YOUR REPORT
PROCESSED DATA

· Data must be processed under exam conditions you cannot bring pre-drawn graphs and charts into the exam unless they were completed in front of a teacher in exam condition. 

· You must process data from at least two of your sources

· This can include, for example, performing calculations, plotting graphs from tables, populating a table from other sources, summarising referenced texts, etc.

· Make sure you have correctly used labels, units and headings as well as using suitable scales for graphs.

Don’t forget to attach any processed data to your report.
